Black Bear Basics
Ẇ Males: 150-450 pounds

Ẇ Females: 100-250 pounds

Ẇ Can vary in color, based on 

geographic location

Ẇ Prefer forested habitat

Ẇ Omnivores



Black Bear Basics
Ẇ Sexually mature at 3-4 years old

Ẇ Lifespan Ÿ Around 10 years

Ẇ Do not truly hibernate

Ẇ Home range size

Males Ÿ 12-60 square miles

Females Ÿ 5-7 square miles
